Should this reaction occur,
your health care provider is prepared to treat it. Emergency treatment includes administration of
epinephrine (adrenaline) and transfer by ambulance to the nearest emergency department. If symptoms
develop after you leave the clinic, call 9-1-1 or the local emergency number.
